The Gateway Foundation has announced that it
intends to open the first hotel in space, named
Voyager Station, in 2027. Voyager Station will be built
by construction company Orbital Assembly
Corporation, which describes itself as "the world's first
large scale space construction company".
According to the organization, construction of the 50,000-square-metre facility will start in 2026
with the first passengers visiting the hotel in 2027.When it opens, the rotating hotel will have
rooms for up to 440 people.
